Electronic Distributor Swap

There is a factory Lada electronic ignition setup (as fitted onto later model carbed Ladas). These are commonly available second-hand in Europe and Australia, or can be bought new from your Lada parts dealer. 

What you will need are the following parts: 

- Electronic distributor with Hall sensor instead of points 
- Ignition module 
- Wiring harness, or some wires to make one

- "Dry" ignition coil (a standard Lada one will do as long as it is for electronic ignition)
- Recommended: new spark plugs/wires (plugs gapped at 0.8mm) 

The installation is really simple - you take off the distributor top and note the position. Disconnect and remove the distributor and the coil. 
Find a spot for the ignition module and use 2 self-tapping screws to mount it. Mount the new coil in the stock location. 
Install the distributor in the same position as the old one. Connect the distributor, coil, and the ignition module using the wire harness. Connect all hi-voltage wires. Start the car, use timing light to dial in the timing.
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This is not the best picture - but you can kind of see where the new coil and the ignition module are mounted (under the washer bag on the inner fender):
